Roughs look good - here’s my input:
1. Enlarge the curly part of the tail of the chameleon so it
covers the stick (I modified the one above).
2. Make sure the boldness of the woodcut detail is
consistent from one illustration to the next - they need to
look the same when presented as a group or “logo system.”
3. The first 2 needed are the chameleon and the viking (the
coffee cup looks good though!)
Let me know if you have questions, otherwise, proceed
with finished art on the chameleon and the rough on the
viking. Thanks!
